-The connection between germs and disease and the role of Louis Pasteur       
	LEARNER ACTIVITIES

	· Explain new terminology to the learners.
· Inform them that the western medicine was brought to South Africa when the white people came to settle about 350 years ago.
· Explain in detail about the vaccination against smallpox and the role of Edward Jenner: smallpox was a very feared by a lot of people, it was infectious (can spread from one person to another). A person will have a high temperature and sores full of pus all over the body. Will spread to one’s heart, brain and lungs the die at a later stage.
· Further explain that Dr.Jenner had a medical breakthrough when he did an experiment by injecting a young boy with cowpox.
· Also discuss about the connection between germs and disease and the role of Louis Pasteur: he studied and discovered that germs make people sick.
· Give them an activity.

· Explain new terminology to the learners.
· Discuss about the germs that cause TB and the role of Robert Kock: A lot of people were suffering from a terrible disease called tuberculosis also known as TB that affect lungs and is infectious. Dr. Kock later discovered the germs that cause TB.

· Further discuss about the heart surgery: Christiaan Barnard and the world’s first heart transplant operation: Dr. Barnard and his team successfully performed the world’s first heart transplant that took for 4 and the half hours, ie. They will remove the human heart and be transplanted into another person to save life.
· Give them an activity.

	· Explain new terminology to the learners.
· Inform them that Dr.Christiaan Barnard was the 1st to perform a heart transplant at Groote Schuur Hospital in Cape Town. He needed the following for him to perform a successful operation, ie. Anaesthetics, Antibiotics, X-rays, Blood transfusions.
· Explain in full the above concepts, ie. Anaesthetics-stops people feeling pain, Antibiotics-is a medicine that kills germs in your body that can make you sick, Blood transfusion-is the process of injecting blood from one person to another person’s body, X-rays-allow us to see inside the body (can see broken bones or germs inside the body)
· Give them an activity based on the discoveries.
