The process of collecting and reusing any material that we throw away is known as recycling. The most common materials that we recycle are paper, plastic, metals and glass.

Recycling is done with the aim of making sure that our environment remains clean, ensuring that our landfill sites are not full and also to make money.

Unfortunately, much of the good work that is done by people who recycle waste materials, is undermined actions of metal thieves. Because they can get a lot of money for metal, people steal metal items that are important and not ready for recycling – such as copper telephone wires and metal manhole covers.

Copper is used in electrical and telephone wires, so copper theft affects our economy because business can’t operate effectively when these wires are stolen, and also that manholes that are covered, pose serious risk to people, animals and motorists as they can easily fall into them and get injured or even die.
